Minutes from the July 5, 2011 Council meeting held July 5, 2011 at the Abbotsford City Hall.
Council President LaSee called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.
Roll call: Council President LaSee, Voss, Horacek, Kilty, Anders, Faber, Mediger, and Kattre

Motion Voss/Kilty to convene to closed session pursuant to Wisconsin Statute § 19.85 (1)(g) conferring with
legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be
adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved. Purpose: Discussion
regarding creation of non-union position of Public Works Manager

Roll Call: Voss — yes, Horacek — yes, Kilty — yes, Anders — yes, Faber — yes, LaSee — yes, Mediger — yes,

Kattre - yes

Motion Anders/Kattre to convene to open session approximately 7:00 p.m. Motion carried without negative
vote.

Under discuss/approve items, if any from closed session it was stated that the council was updated on non-
union job description regarding legal information and will continue the discussion during the next Finance and
Personnel committee.

Under comments by the Public, several comments were discussed.

Under council President Comments, he stated that he is presiding over this meeting in the Mayor’s absence; but
will remain a voting member of the board.

Motion Kattre/Kilty to waive the reading and approve the minutes from the Council held June 6 and 20, 2011.
Motion carried without negative vote.

Considerations before the Council
Under discuss/approve Street Use Permit to Sherri Leu — Corral Bar located at 115 N First Street, to allow
for a street dance, motion Kattre/Voss to approve the permit as requested. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve Street Use Permit to Dean & Brenda Wiese — First City Days — 407 W Hemlock
Street, to allow for City event, motion Kattre/Voss to approve the permit as requested. Wiese requested allowing
dogs in the park for the weekend during the First City Day’s event. Chief Gosse stated that he does have a
problem allowing this request as this ordinance is specific to protect the public. It was stated that the dogs were
allowed last year; although Gosse cautioned against people brining vicious dogs to the park near a crowd of
people. Consensus of council was to allow dogs in the park. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve Memorandum of Understanding between City of Abbotsford, Clark Co Sheriff’s
Department and Clark County Emergency Management, motion Kattre/Kilty to approve Memorandum as stated.
Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss ground water update; Strand updated the council on the construction items. Brunner has been
working on Well #20 with the DNR installing the pitiless adaptor. Sam’s Well Drilling is waiting on Thomas
Electric to energize the wells. DNR Representative Falkowski was out reviewing the plant today and as items are
addressed the approval will be granted; the inspection process has gone very well. Advanced Construction is
building the raw water main; they are working on the access roads and have experienced some very wet soils.
With the construction it was necessary to change the base of the road to withhold the weather. Advanced is also
constructing a test hole to examine the bedrock to determine if it is conclusive to directional drilling. Ellis Stone
is working on the Water Treatment plant and has completed a concrete pour today. Ellis Stone is doing a water
test on the tanks; checking for leaks. Ellis Stone is also working on the meter building foundation this week.
Tonka has now obtained the DNR approval on their filter.

Under discuss/approve Application for Payments for Eau Pleine Water Project, motion Kattre/Mediger to



approve the Ellis Stone #5 Application for payment in the amount of $251,707.51. Motion carried without
negative vote. Motion Anders/Kilty to approve Total Control Systems Application #2 for payment of
$36,724.26. Motion carried without negative vote. Motion Kattre/Anders to approve Switlick and Sons Inc
Application #5 for payment for $91,827.57. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve Change orders for Eau Pleine Water Project, motion Kattre/Horacek to approve
change order #3 to Switlick and Sons Inc in the amount of $69,763.00. Motion carried without negative vote.
Strand stated that the prior change order that was approved for the directional bore is not needed; and a new
change order was created for the open cut. The City is netting out a change increase of $4,725.00.

Under discuss/approve Redistricting Plan for Clark County, Lopez presented map. It was stated that the plan
was approved earlier today by Plan Commission. Motion Kilty/Kattre to approve the plan as presented. Motion
carried without negative vote.

Committee Reports
Abbotsford Fire & Ambulance Department was presented by Lopez.

Fire - Minutes & Financial Report were provided earlier in council boxes. The Ambulance minutes and
financials were presented. There were not comments or questions.

Police Commission was presented by Voss.
Police Minutes June 13, 2011 were presented. Motion Voss/Kilty to approve the Police bills in amount of
$10,796.78. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve hiring Brandner on submittal of proof that he is certified by the State of Wisconsin,
Gosse stated that during the summer months the Department runs short. Gosse stated that there was confusion
between the term certified and certifiable. The state only gives the formal certified status every three months. If
someone is hired after they received their education; they are certifiable. Motion Voss/Kilty to hire Brander on a
part time basis as a Police Officer for the Colby Abbotsford Police Department. Motion carried without negative
vote.

Finance and Personnel was presented by Mediger.

Minutes from June 27, 2011 were presented.

Under discuss/approve job description (Public Works Manager) it was stated that Lopez did not receive any
council feedback at this time. It is imperative that the council give feedback so a job description can be in place.
It was stated that the council felt comfortable distributing this description as a draft. Mediger stated that no one
at the table is opposed to a City Administrator; the council is in need of finding someone to fit the City.

Water and Sewer, Public Works, and License and Building was presented by Anders and Horacek.
Minutes from June 14 & 22, 2011 were presented. There were no comments or questions.

Under discuss/approve Change Order #1 — Switlick - Cedar Street, Strand stated that this is to extend the
street closer to the Rail Road tracks; it is for only the installation for the additional pipe and for the saw cutting;
the Rail Road required additional insurance limits that will be on a second change order at a later date. It was
questioned if other roads are breaking up due to the higher volumes of traffic due to the road construction. It was
stated that tar repairs are necessary. Motion Anders/Horacek to approve Change order #1 from Switlick and
Sons. Motion carried without negative vote.

Under discuss/approve amendment to Hwy 13 Final Plan - addition private water laterals; Seefeldt explained
the maps with the lateral information. Seefeldt stated the State is going to increase the radius at the Linden Street
intersection to a sixty degree radius; it was currently a 30 degree radius. Seefeldt stated that the first figure from
the state was $79,000; then the City added on the sidewalk to $99,000; the current proposal is $119,000. Seefeldt
was instructed to do a mailing to the residents; and he is still receiving information from the residents. He is a
little over half way on securing the letters. Kaiser raised concerns regarding a storm sewer directly overtop of a
water main on Highway 13; and it was questioned if it would be corrected during the process. Motion
Anders/Horacek to approve the amendment as stated. Motion carried 6:1:1 (Mediger — no, Kattre — abstained)
